That City Council accept this gift of art (Turtle) for display in City Hall as an educational tool regarding
recycling and storm water efforts currently underway within the City.

SUMMARY:

The use of plastic bags has and is creating an environmental concern. According to one study, if changes in
consumer habits are not made, by the year 2050 there will be more plastics in the ocean than fish.

The average family takes home 15 plastic bags from a typical shopping trip. These bags are used an average of
12 minutes and the bags can take 20-1000 years to degrade.

Locally the use and discarding of plastics, including plastic bags, has created environmental issues for local
water ways like Carpenter’s Creek as well as clogging up the City’s storm water system.

This turtle will serve as an educational piece of art. It will be placed within a prominent area of City Hall and
will provide information regarding recycling, facts regarding the use of plastics and the detrimental effects
